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Person 2 Person with Paula Todd: Women of Distinction 2004

5 episodes, 30 minutes each

Program Description:

October 2: Anne Tottenham

From Anglican nun, to school principal, to the second woman in Canada to ever become a Bishop (one of only 11 Anglican female bishops around the world), Paula Todd reveals the inspirational life of Bishop Ann Tottenham.

October 9: Vivienne Poy

Vivienne Poy was born into a wealthy Chinese family and was supposed to lead a privileged life. But when the Japanese invaded Hong Kong, her family was forced to run for their lives. They ended up in Ontario. Eventually Poy pieced together a life that echoed her family’s stature back in China.  She became a Senator in Canada’s Parliament.

October 16: Dr. Jean Marmoreo

Most know her as Dr. Jean Marmoreo, a Toronto physician and newspaper columnist specializing in women's health. She's navigated through her share of life's tragedies with dignity. But at 50 she met the love of her life, and now believes that middle age is just the beginning.

October 23: Sally Armstrong

Sally Armstrong is one of the most successful journalists in the country. She made Homemakers magazine a household name.  Editor-in-Chief for eleven years, she also travelled around the world to tell the stories of oppressed women and their tragedies.  She was a crusader and a high energy-achiever with three beautiful children, a loving home, and a wonderful career. Then one day, a day like any other, a terrible tragedy hit her own home.    In many ways she had to start all over again.

October 30: Fiona Nelson

As chair of the Toronto school board, Fiona Nelson took on EVERYONE-including the governments of the day. Family and friends know her as someone who lives by her own rules. So when Nelson was diagnosed with a virulent form of cancer, no one was surprised to learn that she had rejected chemotherapy or radiation treatment

Women’s Experience

-demonstrate an understanding of the efforts and achievements of individuals and groups who have worked for the advancement of women’s status (e.g., Mary Wollstonecraft, Florence Nightingale, Nellie McClung, Eleanor Roosevelt, Simone de Beauvoir, Golda Meir, Indira Gandhi; first- and second-wave feminist organizations). 

Pre-Viewing:

Most likely, viewing these episodes would occur near the end of the unit, so that students have gained an understanding of how women through time had participated in and contributed to Canadian society and advanced women’s rights. Ask students which contemporary women they admire and why? Who are their role models? Ask students if someone has to be “rich and famous” to considered a role model and introduce the Person 2 Person episodes of Canadian women.

Post-Viewing:

( Have students compare how women overcame adversity in the past and the present using their knowledge of women’s experience in Canada.

( Ask a few students to present their answers to the Viewing Questions to the class and have a short discussion surrounding their answers.
