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Studio 2: The New North

Re-branding the North and Dubreuilville Segments

Duration:

Each segment is less than 15 minutes in length.

Program Description:

The segment on Re-branding the North examines how traditional fishing resorts have extended their services and to appeal to a larger “eco-tourism” market, taking advantage of their natural resources. 

The segment on Dubreuilville focuses on the town’s struggle as new regulations from NAFTA and WTO regarding soft lumber exports force them to try and diversify the town’s industries and yet somehow retain their uniqueness.

Pre-Viewing:

On the chalkboard, have students draw a concept map with the word TOURISM in the middle. Ask them to generate things that increase tourism in an area as well as the impacts of increased tourism in the area. The topic of “natural resources” is likely to come up and sustainable development could be discussed briefly.
