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Studio 2: Bullying Special

Duration:

1 hour

Program Description:

Studio 2 explores the lives of children who are bullied at school. How are schools responding? According to some parents, not very well. We feature stories of parents who have had to launch their own anti-bully campaigns in reaction to their children's abuse by bullies. We also look at how "cyberbullying" has become the latest weapon of choice for bullies and the impact of homophobia on bullied children. Pre-Viewing:

Make a list on the chalkboard about what behaviours students consider to be bullying. This could include verbal harassment, exclusion, racial slurs, physical aggression, cyber-bullying etc. 

Viewing Questions:

For a photocopy-ready student worksheet with viewing questions please see BLM 1.

Post-Viewing:
Return to the list you created on the chalkboard and create a tally of how many of your students have experienced these types of bullying. Then, ask students to complete BLM 2. Use the last two questions on BLM 2 as a jumping off point for a discussion about what are the next steps your class/school can take to stop bullying. Ask students to talk about this issue with their parents. Students, parents, teachers and administrators may wish to start a student-led coalition towards creating a safe school.

Assessment and Evaluation:
Taking up questions from BLM 1, BLM 2 and participation in the ensuing discussions provides ample assessment opportunities.
