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a) Producers: organisms that produce their own food; autotrophs

b) Consumers: organisms that consume other organisms as food; heterotrophs

c) Endemic: occurring primarily in a particular region

d) Food chain: sequence that shows a food source and a step-by-step-sequence of consumers

e) Food web: interconnected food chains

f) Trophic level: categories of feeding levels; the first trophic level contains producers, the second trophic level contains the consumers who eat the producers and so on.

g) Predator: an organism that consumes another

h) Prey: an organism that is consumed by another

i) Competition: interaction between two or more organisms, or groups of organisms that use a common resource in short supply

j) Keystone Species: a species that is vital to the survival of an ecosystem or food web

k) Native Species: a species that naturally occurs in a given region

l) Exotic/Introduced/Non-native Species: a species that is introduced into a region where it does not naturally occur

m) Bioamplification: a process resulting in increasing concentrations of toxins in the bodies of consumers at higher trophic levels

n) Extinct: A species that no longer exists. 

o) Extirpated: A species no longer existing in the wild in Canada, but occurring elsewhere. 

p) Endangered: A species facing imminent extirpation or extinction. 

q) Threatened: A species likely to become endangered if limiting factors are not reversed. 

r) Vulnerable: A species at risk because of low or declining numbers at the fringe of its range or in some restricted area.

s) Special Concern: A species of special concern because of characteristics that make it particularly sensitive to human activities or natural events.
