Program Description:

Jambo Kenya will air on TVO on May 8, 2005 at 7 p.m.

Eleven kids sign up for a trip to Kenya- with no clear idea of what's ahead. Some don't know that they'll be teaching kids in a local village. Some don't know that they'll end up building a schoolhouse "from Scratch". And for sure, no one expects to be chased by a wild elephant! All this happens... and more. Despite growing up with the Discovery Channel, they just aren't prepared for the breathtaking beauty of the landscape and the friendliness of the people, or the stoic calm with which the people accept their lot. - evaluate civic actions of individuals and non-governmental organizations that have made a difference in global affairs (e.g., Cardinal Paul-Émile Léger, Jean Vanier, Nelson Mandela, Mother Teresa, Jody Williams, Craig Kielburger, David Suzuki, Stephen Lewis; International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies, Doctors Without Borders/Médecins Sans Frontières, YWCA/YMCA and YWHA/YMHA, Greenpeace, Inuit Circumpolar Conference).

Pre-Viewing:

This short activity is a good way to visualize how little of the Earth’s surface is required to grow food to feed the Earth’s population. 

1. Slice an apple into quarters. Set aside three of the quarters, as they represent water on the Earth's surface.

2. 
Cut the remaining quarter in half. Set aside one of the halves as uninhabited deserts, swamps and the polar areas.

3. 
Divide the remaining piece into quarters. Set aside three of the pieces for land that is too rocky, wet, hot or poor for crop production.

4. The remaining piece is 1/32 of the original apple. Peel this section. The peel represents the thin layer of soil that is available for producing all of the world's food crops.

Viewing Questions:

For a photocopy-ready student worksheet with viewing questions please see BLM 1.

Post-Viewing:
Take up BLM 1. In addition, the class can have a debate about the last question on BLM 1. The discussion will likely result in students identifying patterns of wealth/resource distribution in the world.

As a class, students can make a list of the things that they take for granted that the Kenyan schoolchildren in the video did not have. Compare the characteristics of developed and developing countries. 

Where did the children in the video get their water? What energy sources did these children in the video have access to? Students should differentiate between non-renewable and renewable sources of energy. Students can track their water, money, energy use for a week. Ask students to create a list of activities on how to save money, energy, resources like water etc.  Students can then implement these changes and calculate their savings.

What did the students wear on their feet in the video? Start a donations program in your school or raise money for school uniforms for children abroad.

How did the video make you feel? What issues did you think about? Do you think you would like to do something like this?

This activity can be done as a class. Using the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948) and Convention on the Rights of the Child (1989), create a poster of the rights and responsibilities of a global citizen. Have students write a response examining how they live as a global citizen and let them read it to the class. Post the chart and student responses in your classroom.
