Journal Response / Class Discussion:

1.  Are you a traditionalist who loves all of the tactile pleasures of books and paper, or a technology buff who is thrilled by the potential for new multi-media forms of communication?

2.  In what form would you like to be published?

3.  What do you think is the future of the book as a literary form?

4.  Is technology the way to attract a new generation of readers?

Post-Viewing:
Re-visit the answers to the pre-viewing questions in light of the clip. Have their answers changed?

Writing Exercise:

Write an editorial for the arts section of a newspaper or magazine in which you present (and substantiate with concrete and specific reasons and examples) your unique position on the book, its role in society, its readers, and/or its future.

Assessment and Evaluation:
Assess students’ journals regularly. For evaluation purposes, you may wish to provide marks for the quality of the individual entries as well as the process of keeping a journal.

Peer Reader Response:

Provide concrete supporting examples from the writing to substantiate your responses.

1.  Does the editorial advance a clearly stated position?

2.  Are supporting arguments presented convincingly?

3.  Is evidence relevant, apt, and concrete?

4.  Does the writer maintain a consistent tone?  Is this tone appropriate to the editorial position?

5.  Does the writer make effective use of original rhetorical devices throughout?

6.  Does the writer conclude persuasively?
